iii. 434 years later came the Messiah
iv. Total of 483 prophetic years, for a total of 173,880 days
v. Start date was when the decree was given by King Artaxerxes, King of Persia –  Neh. 2:1, 7-8

a) His reign was from 465BC-425BC 
b) Mar 5, 444BC – 20th year of his reign in the month of Nisan

vi. Jerusalem was built during much opposition

vii. End date was when Jesus Christ entered Jerusalem on a donkey being proclaimed as the King of Israel – Zech. 9:9; John 12:12-16

a) He was approximately 30 years old on August 19, 28AD – Luke 3:1, 23

1) Tiberius began his reign the day Augustus died on Aug 19 14AD – Luke 3:1
2) In his 15th year marks Aug 19, 28AD
3) He was about 30 years old – Luke 3:23
4) His ministry was 3½ years, placing us into the Passover in 33AD

b) The day Jesus entered into Jerusalem on a donkey 5 days before the Passover – John 12:1, 12

1) Six days before the feast – March 29th, 32AD – John 12:1

2) The next day Jesus came – March 30th, 32AD 

c. The birthplace of Christ

i. Micah 5:2

ii. Matt. 2:1-6 – Jesus born in Bethlehem

iii. Luke 2:4-5 – Roman census brought them back to Bethlehem
