Not serving the Lord as professional theologians
(,hirelings*, John 10:12), but voluntarily as slaves
(Rom. 12:11)

Not having the deeds of the Nicolaitans (Rev.
2:6), instead everyone shares for edification

(1 Cor. 14:26)

No mixture of soul and Spirit (1 Cor. 2:14),

but instead division through the word (Heb. 4:12)
Not arguing over doctrines (1 Cor. 11:16; Rom.
14:5; Phil. 3:15), but receiving one another, just
as Christ has received us (Rom. 15:7)

Not necessarily owning everything corporately
(cp. Acts 2:44-45; 4:32), but reigning over
material things (1 Cor. 16:1-2; 9:6-9)
