| Five kings are fallen » The 6th was reigning One iscoming The 8" is the beast
at John’s time (Dan. 9:27)

According to Revelation 17:7-11:

1) The 7 heads are the 7 kings — which is clear that there are only 7 and not 8.

2) Five are fallen — died in some violent ways, either murdered or committed suicide (the ones in the gray boxes).

3) One is—the 6™ one is reigning at the time when John was writing Revelation, which was Caesar Domitian.

4) The 7™ is coming in the future — which will be the “prince” who will confirm the peace covenant with many for 7 years.
5) The Beast is the 8" king:

Who was — who existed before as one of the five fallen kings.

Who is not — meaning he died and not existing at the time of John; therefore Caesar Domitian was not the beast.
He shall ascend out of the bottomless pit (abyss).

The 7" king will come in the future, but he is also not the beast because the beast is the 8" king.

However, although the beast is the 8" king, he is “of the seventh”.

The number of his name is 666 (Rev. 13:18) — the number of a man (not a kingdom).
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Conclusion:

1) One of the existing five kings who died was the person of the beast, and the number of his name should be 666, which is Caesar Nero.

3) The coming 7" king will confirm the peace treaty in the Middle East, allowing the Jews to offer sacrifices on the temple mount. This
will mark the beginning of the last week in Daniel 9:27. In the middle of the week (3-1/2 years), he will be assassinated (Rev. 13:3).

4) At this time (the beginning of the great tribulation), the soul & spirit of Nero will rise up out of the abyss — (he is the “angel of the abyss” -
Rev. 9:1-11) — and will enter the corpse of the 7" king, resuscitating it to become the beast. That is why the beast is the 8" king (although
there are only 7 kings) — the combination of the person of the 5™ king (Nero) and the corpse (the body) of the 7" king. The beast is the
Anti-Christ.
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
